INTRODUCTION

The need for a bibliography of Swedish philatelic literature is great. Philatelic researchers of
all kinds view it as a hindrance to their studies that they are unable to deepen their studies
without a bibliography.

The books in the philatelic library of the National Postal Museum are listed on catalogue
cards. Visitor to the Museum are thus able to access an important source. I am thinking of all
those who are unable to visit the Museum and of those who seek help at various local
libraries; they need a printed bibliography.
