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WEST LIBRARY: SUPPLEMENT TO THE LIBRARY’S CARD CATALOGUE
INDEX 1984-1992

The index is set up, so a given subject should be looked up under the country or the
geographical subdivision, with which it is most closely associated. Besides geographical
names additional limited key phrases have also been included. Country names and key words
are listed alphabetically.

The title of the book is normally entered in its original language after which, in most cases, is
information such as the name of the author or publisher, as well as year of publication and
number of pages.

The time of check out from the library is one month, and the member pays shipping out and
back. Forwarding is paid by the library and must be enclosed with the return of the material in
the form of unused stamps or deposit on the GIRO account notice accompanying the
shipment.

The customer may not pass the material on to a third party and lost or damaged material can
be required to be replaced, with the cost of replacement.

It is prohibited to copy the material, as history shows, many book spines have been damaged
by faulty copying. If copies are needed they can be ordered from the librarian, who will
accept reasonable requests against payment of expenses.

Besides use of the library material via mail, the librarian will answer questions on a subject,
within reason.



The library is always interested in receiving any form of philatelic literature, that might
become available due to a clean up or lack of space. All material - even material listed in the
index - is of interest. Shipping costs to get the material to the library will be refunded, if
information regarding these costs are included.

It is even possible, after agreement, that a reasonable payment can be made for valuable
material.
